Activity: Analytical and Applied Reading and 
Writing and Outcomes 
Students explore poetic concepts and devices and 
compare and contrast them as a model for 
developing their own writing. Students learn about 
how authors express a theme in their work and 
develop knowledge of a poetic writer conveying 
their personal experiences, emotions and ideas 
through language to his/her audience both inside 
and outside of their own classrooms and school.

Students will be able to understand and apply the 
stages of  writing process including planning, 
revising editing and publishing poetic works.
